Throughout, we have ex-

plored the three different aspects of Jesusô temptation by the devil (Matthew 4:1-11 and Luke 4:1-13) in our 

sermon times.  In our Thursday night Lenten potlucks we experienced what it may have been like to be ñAt the 

Table of Jesus.ò  We looked at different scriptural passages where Jesus used a meal to expand his teachings.  

Thanks to Jane Parker for sharing the leadership of this series with me and thanks to all who attended. 

 

Holy Weeks begins with our Palm Sunday distribution of palms.  Our sermon will be ñCrying Stonesò based 

on Jesusô Palm Sunday message that the purpose of God is so vital that if we do not proclaim it, even ñthe 

stones would shout out.ò  (Luke 19:40)  Our Maundy Thursday service, (April 1),  will consist of sharing Holy 

Communion and the Service of Teneprae ïsharing the readings of Jesusô last hours.  As a part of this service 

we will have a special Invocation by our Youth readers. 

 

On Easter Sunday (April 4) we celebrate the glory of Jesusô resurrection with a service of Holy Communion 

and a sermon based on the story of the thieves on the cross with JesusðñThe Honesty of a Thief.ò  Our tradi-

tion is to bring a flower for the Flower Cross and share an Easter egg hunt with children and parents following 

worship.  Christ will Rise!  Allelulia!! 

 

We will have, after this, two more Sundays to say goodbye as my last Sunday with you will be April 18.  We 

will have time, to share memories of our being together for this last 9 months of your interim time.  It certainly 

has been ïand still isðtreasured time for me as it leads to the beginning of your new settled pastorate on April

Norman Neaves, an Oklahoma City 

pastor, tells of a man who ap-

proached him after worship one 

Sunday and asked ð or so Dr. 

Neaves thought ð ñWho in the 

world is Henry?ò 

 A bit confused, Dr. Neaves 

said, ñI donôt know. Iôm not sure I 

know what youôre talking about.ò The man pointed to 

what he called the ñwordò on the cross in the sanctuary. 

It was the letters ñINRIò which the man seemed to be 

pronouncing ñHenry.ò 

 Dr. Neaves could not help but chuckle a little. 

Finally understanding what the fellow was asking, the 

pastor explained that the letters ñINRIò actually stood for 

words which were placarded on the cross where Jesus 

was dying. The letters stand for Latin words. 

 The letter which looks like an ñIò is actually a 

ñJò in Latin and stands for ñJesus.ò The ñNò stands for 

ñNazareth.ò The ñRò stands for ñRexò which means 

ñKingò in Latin. The last ñIò stands for ñJò again but 

represents the word ñJews.ò Thus ñINRIò means in Latin, 

ñJesus of Nazareth, King of the Jews.ò 

 Actually Pilate had the sign written in Hebrew, 

Latin and Greek so that everyone who stood at the foot of 

the cross could read the sign in the language with which he 

or she was most familiar. 

 The Resurrection proves that Jesus is indeed King 

of the whole world as well as Lord and Savior.

The meeting was opened at 7:05 p.m with a prayer by Pastor Fred. 

Wendy Steinbach, director of Faith Preschool, said the annual carnival will be held March 13. They will have 

Faith Camp for 2 ½ to 6 year olds starting June 21 for four weeks. Wendy said the pre-school appreciated the as-

sistance of Fred Damianos. 

The Minutes for February 8, 2010 meeting were approved. 

Financial Secretary Report-Marge said that a total of $9,634 was collected in January for the operating fund and 

loose plate offering. On March 7, $3,823 was collected for the operating fund and loose plate offering. $342 was 

collected for Blanket Sunday.  There is still $10,750 owed to the Building Fund. We were able to pay back $1,500 

of the loan in February. We have been informed that the Per Capita has been increased to $14.50 per member. 

The Treasurerôs Report was reviewed and approved. Peggy said we have $19,000 balance in the operating fund. 

 Old Business: Regarding the search process: The Board of Governors appreciates the numerous members and 

friends in the congregation who have led us to this point, even though the lessons have sometimes been difficult. 

We join with the congregation in our support of Reverend Leonard West and reaffirm our commitment to 

strengthen and grow together in the light and love of Christ. The board will also be sending a letter of thanks to 

members of the Search Committee. The Stewardship Committee will begin the 2010 Building Fund Campaign on 

March 14.  It was moved and supported to start a contingency fund to pay for a new roof. This will be done at the 

same time as we start the Building Fund drive. The ONA Committee continues to review the material. 

New Business: Pastor Rhines last service will be April 18 and Pastor Westôs first service will be  April 25. They 

will be working together, during the transition, the last week of April. A Pastoral Relations Committee will be set 

up. The Search Committee became aware that our By- Laws did not address the search process.  Janis will be 

bringing recommendations to BOG. It was moved and approved that we would allow Narcotics Anonymous to use 

our facility for meetings. They will provide us with proof of insurance. The Florida Conference annual meeting 

will be April 29-May 1 in Naples. 

Church Secretary Report: Judy said the Faith UCC tote bags are here. The youth will be selling them in the nar-

thex for $5 and we will be giving them to visitors when the popcorn bowls are gone. Judy will be reviewing the 

Media policy on the Follower, Midweek Message, our website and our screen in the sanctuary.   

Pastors Report: Pastor Fred shared his log for his hours worked this past quarter. There will be a ceremony to 

release him from his interim time here. Pastor Fred will have his exit interview with the Executive Committee of 

the BOG before the next monthly meeting on April 12 at 5:30 p.m.

Ministry - Will be looking for volunteers from the congregation to be on the Pastoral Relations Committee. The 

Department of Ministry will now meet on the third Sunday of each month,  following the service. Plans are being 

made for the Maundy Thursday service. 

Christian Education:  The Youth will hold a car wash on March 14. On March 21 they will participate in the 

Walk for JDRF, have a lock in and hold a bake sale and Salad Bar Sunday on 

March 21. 

SAM- Members will be working with the ONA Committee. 

Stewardship: The Building Fund campaign begins March 14. 

Buildings and Grounds: A work day will be on March 27 from 9 a.m. until noon, followed by lunch. Dick Sluss 

will be adding windows to the doors that have no windows. 

Congregational Involvement: Will be holding a leadership seminar for the Board of Governorôs on March 20,  

from 9 a.m. to noon.
