The meeting was opened at 7:00 p.m. 

The Minutes for January 11, 2010 meeting were approved. 

Financial Secretary Report-Marge said that a total of $12,200 was collected in January. Collected for per-capita 

was $688, and $845was collected for One Great Hour of Sharing for Haiti. The Building Fund has a balance of 

$1831.55. There was $2000 paid back to the building fund from the operating fund in January. There is still 

$12,500 owed to the Building Fund. 

The Treasurerôs Report was reviewed and approved. Peggy said we have $17,500 balance in the operating fund. It 

was noted that Tip Top Trees still owe us $1000. 

 Old Business: The Guidelines for Volunteers and Staff have been approved. They will take effect immediately. 

Eleonore Sulloway, representing the Search Committee, went over the pastoral candidates schedule for January 26

-28. It was moved and supported to give the Stewardship Committee the authority to negotiate the contract with 

the pastoral candidate. We will vote on entering into a covenant with the candidate in a special Congregational 

Meeting after the Sunday Worship Service. Coffee hour will be after the meeting. The packet for Open and Af-

firming (ONA) has arrived and Fred, Joan and Peggy will make up the committee to review the documents. 

Pastors Report: The Planned Giving seminar will be held on March 1 at St Andrews UCC in Sarasota. Fred, 

Mark and Pete will be attending. The Florida Conference Annual Meeting is April 30 to May 1 in Naples. Fred is 

working with Pete on ideas to make our church known in the community. Judy has put us on Facebook and Twit-

ter. Pastor Fred will be updating us on how his 20 hours per week are spent. Lenten dinners will start on Thursday, 

February 25. The theme this year is ñBeing at the Table with Jesus.ò Pastor Fred will lead the discussions on 

March 4 & 18 and Jane Parker will lead on February 25, and March 11 and 25. 

New Business: Our Website does have the names of committee members on it but no phone numbers or e-mail 

addresses. Please copy Judy when scheduling dates for events. 

Church Secretary Report: Judy gave an update on replacing the popcorn bowls for visitors. The mugs were not 

able to hold the brochures and they are expensive to ship. Judy showed the board a tote bag and a package of 

seeds that said ñCome grow with usò.  Judy was authorized to order bags and the seeds. She reminded everyone 

that she needs to get copies of minutes from all departments.
